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Subdivision Process

“Subdivision” means any land, vacant or 
improved, which is divided or proposed to 
be divided into five or more lots, parcels, 
sites, units or plots, for the purpose of 
any transfer or development

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Subdivision Process

Final Map

A final map presented for filing with the governing body 
must include an approval from:

• The Division of Environmental Protection indicating that 
the final map is approved concerning sewage disposal, 
water pollution, water quality and water supply 
facilities. 

• The Division of Water Resources showing that the final 
map is approved concerning water quantity.

Final Map

A copy of the certificate by DWR must be furnished to the 
subdivider who in turn shall provide a copy of the 
certificate to each purchaser of land before the time the 
sale is completed.
